You are about to be shown computer-generated graphics which are intended to assist the State’s expert witness to illustrate and explain his opinions to you.  These graphics, although created with the use of a computer, are no different than if the expert illustrated his opinions by drawing on a chalkboard or pad of paper.  You are instructed that these graphics were not created by inputting data into a computer and having the computer itself produce a depiction of what that data shows happened to the child in this case.  Rather, the computer was simply used as a method for creating a graphic depiction which is intended to assist the expert witness in explaining his opinions to you.


The graphic depictions are only as good as the information and expertise relied upon to generate those graphics.  Like all demonstrative or illustrative evidence, these graphics are not intended to depict exactly what occurred to the child in this case, they are not part of an exact recreation of the events in question but are merely an illustration of the opinion of the expert witness.  Like all other evidence in this case, you are free to accept or reject this evidence, in whole or in part, based upon the strength of the underlying basis offered by the expert witness for the creation of this graphic illustration.

Instruction No. _____


During the presentation of the evidence in this case, you have been shown computer-created graphics as demonstrative, or illustrative evidence.  As you were instructed at the time that evidence was used during the trial, such illustrative evidence was solely allowed to assist the expert witness to explain and illustrate his opinions to you.  The computer graphics were not intended to depict exactly what happened to the child in this case, were not part of an exact recreation of the events in question, but were merely used as an illustration of the expert’s opinion as to what would likely have been involved in the causation of the injuries suffered by the child in this case.  As such, the graphics are no different than if the expert had illustrated his opinions through drawing manually on a chalkboard or on paper.


You are instructed that the computer graphics used as demonstrative evidence are to be weighed by you as with all other evidence, and that you may accept or reject the depictions, in whole or in part, based upon the strength of the underlying bases offered to support the expert’s opinions.  
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
